HEBER CITY JUSTICE COURT’S 
STANDING ORDER REGARDING
PROBATION

In order to avoid some of the inevitable questions that arise regarding the probationary

periods that attach during sentencing, the Court on its own motion advises all parties and their

counsel as follows: 

Unless otherwise specifically ordered by the court, 

1. For every case where there is a conviction, by plea or otherwise, to an Infraction, there is

imposed a 3 month period of probation;

2. For every case where there is a conviction, by plea or otherwise, to a Class C

misdemeanor, there is imposed a 6 month period of probation;

3. For every case where there is a conviction, by plea or otherwise, to a Class B

misdemeanor, there is imposed a 12 month period of probation;

Upon the successful completion of the terms and conditions of probation, including

payment of the fine, the Court may entertain an early termination of the probation period.
