March 16, 2006, Regular Meeting Minutes

OPEN PERIOD FOR PUBLIC COMMENT

Wayne Thacker approached the Council and indicated that he was a member of the Wasatch
County Weed Board. He informed the Council that weeds were a large problem in the County
and City and pointed out that as the City was in process of acquiring bypass right-of-way for a
corridor that the corridor would create a weed problem. Mr. Thacker mentioned that Wasatch
County and Midway both have weed programs, and expressed that he felt that Heber City needed
to develop a weed program as well. He indicated that Bert Webster would be happy to come in
and share information and suggested having Mark Rounds sit in on the meeting as well. Mark
Anderson mentioned that the City had purchased some equipment to help with the management
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of weeds and that with the adoption of the corridor preservation fee at least five percent of those
monies could be used to maintain those properties.

PUBLIC HEARING

7:15 p.m. - Public Hearing — 7:15 p.m. — Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
Second Public Hearing to allow citizens to comment concerning the Project that has been
awarded funding from the 2006-2007 Community Development Block Grant Program -
The Project consists of the replacement of 4”” and 6 culinary water line with 8’ water line
on 200 West from 200 South to 600 South

At 7:15 p.m. Mayor Phillips introduced the matter and asked Karen Tozier to read the Public
Hearing Notice from the Wasatch Wave which she read as requested. Mayor Phillips opened the
public hearing to public comment at 7:16 p.m.

Bart Mumford explained that the project involved upsizing culinary water line to an eight inch
line on 200 West between 200 South and 600 South. He indicated that the estimated costs of the
improvements were $220,000.00 and the City had been awarded a grant for part of the costs, but
would be responsible for any costs over the grant that had been awarded. The benefit to the City
would be improved fire flows to that area, which was a weaker area. Mayor Phillips asked for
public comment at this time; there were no comments from the public and he closed the public
hearing at 7:18 p.m. He commented that Heber City was fortunate to get the grant and then
announced that the capital improvement plans would be available at the City Hall for any who
wished to view them. The Council concurred that the City was fortunate to be awarded the grant
and approved moving forward with it.

APPOINTMENTS

Wendy McKnight — Special Olympics Representative — Request for Funding

Wendy McKnight gave information on the Utah Law Enforcement Special Olympics Torch Run
scheduled for May 13™. The Police Department was requesting $600.00 for the event. Ms.
McKnight indicated that this year they planned to have an obstacle course for kids, athletes, and
parents instead of the dunking booth. The event will take place at the Police Department.
Councilmember Lange motioned that since the budget was still under process that the Council
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still support the event this year, but in the next year that the Council look closer at the way they
donate. Councilmember Bradshaw seconded the motion. Councilmember Lange indicated that
if the Council were to have discussion on this matter in the budget process, he would consider
withdrawing his motion. Councilmember Hokanson explained that it had come to their attention
that they have to justify the money that they are spending. Mayor Phillips noted that the person
making the motion could withdraw the motion if they desired and asked Councilmember Lange
if he wished to withdraw his motion. Councilmember Lange indicated that he did not wish to
withdraw his motion. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

Margaret Red Elk & Rosemary Giles — Heber Valley Pow Wow Committee — Request for
Funding

Margaret Red Elk of the Heber Valley Pow Wow Committee reported on the success of last
year’s Pow Wow and informed that Council that this year’s Pow Wow would be a three day
event scheduled for June 23", 24™ and 25™. The City donated $3,000.00 to last year’s function
and the Pow Wow Committee was requesting a donation for this year. Ms. Red Elk was asked if
the Pow Wow Committee had established their 501c3 non-profit tax exempt organization. Ms.
Red Elk indicated that the Pow Wow Organization had not gotten the tax exemption and that the
donation would be made to Soldier Hollow and that it would be done the same way this year.
Councilmember Hokanson explained that in speaking to the City Attorney that the Council can
not gift money because they think an event is a good cause, but that it needs to be established
that the City receives a measurable net fair market value in exchange for the gift of money and
she asked if the Pow Wow Organization would be able to verify this from last year. It was noted
that if the Pow Wow Organization had records of where the 2400 people came from to
participate in the Pow Wow and whether the visitors stayed in the valley overnight in motels that
this would be beneficial to the Council in making a decision.

Councilmember Hokanson motioned to continue this until the next City Council Meeting, May
4th. Councilmember Bradshaw seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in the
affirmative. Mayor Phillips asked that Ms. Red Elk provide information to the Council that
indicates whether the event meets the standard that it benefits Heber City in a measurable way.

Paul Kennard, Wasatch Area Economic Development Director, and Les Prall, Governor’s
Office of Economic Development, Requesting Approval to Submit an Application for the
Creation of a Recycling Zone in Heber City

Mayor Phillips introduced the item and pointed out that Paul Kennard had visited the Council at
the previous meeting and had put this together for the Council’s review; the goal was to establish
a recycling zone to assist businesses economically so they would want to do business in Heber
City. Paul Kennard addressed the Council and introduced Les Prall and Bim Oliver of the
Governor’s Office of Economic Development who was present. Mr. Kennard reviewed the
information on the application and indicated that the application required approval from the
legislative body. The overlay zone was indicated in a Power Point Presentation; the overlay zone
covers all industrial and commercial zones. There were no questions for Mr. Kennard or Mr.
Prall.

Mayor Phillips asked for a motion to approve the creation of a recycling zone in Heber City
based on meeting the requirements and the information that had been shared. Councilmember
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Hokanson motioned to accept the proposal. Councilmember Bradshaw seconded the motion.
The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

Jim Child — Maverik Country Stores — Water Line Extension on 400 North from 100 West
to Main Street — Request for City participation in the cost of extending the line

Mayor Phillips introduced the matter. There was no one present representing Maverik Country
Stores. Mayor Phillips indicated that this situation was similar to the situation one block south of
this location where the City had agreed to participate in the upsizing of the waterline. Mark
Anderson indicated that the issue was that there were inadequate fire flows to support a new
business there and thus the City was motivated to require that a line be extended so that fire
flows could be met for that new business. If the City did not participate jointly with Maverik in
the upsizing and extension of the waterline the options were to either have Maverik pay for the
extension of the line themselves or to wait until the City extends the line, which would probably
be a number of years in the future. Mayor Phillips indicated that the other issue would be to
determine to what extent the Council would like to participate. The estimates provided by
Maverik were reviewed. Councilmember Lange mentioned that he had a possible conflict of
interest because he has a brother-in-law who works for Maverik for their credit card division in
Star Valley. Councilmember Lange indicated that he felt the City should participate in the
upgrade/extension of the waterline at the same cost as the business one block to the south, no
more than that. Mayor Phillips asked if the Council had any concern over Councilmember
Lange’s potential conflict of interest. The Council did not have any concerns. It was pointed out
that in the Staff Report the recommendation had been for the City to participate in the same
items that had been agreed to with the other business, that the City should pay for half the cost to
install new 8-inch pipe only and at a not to exceed amount, which was $5,400 to fix the City’s
cost if Maverik’s estimated cost of work was a low estimate; the developer would be responsible
for the cost of the fire hydrant, asphalt replacement and other appurtenances. Councilmember
Shelton asked if Blue Brute (C-900) had been considered and if there would be savings on the
same size if this was used. There was discussion on the two types of line materials and how the
prices could fluctuate depending on the cost of petroleum based product, C-900, compared to the
ductile which was not petroleum based. Mark Anderson indicated they would give Maverik the
option as long as the product and application met City standards; he answered Councilmember
Shelton that if he felt the $5,400.00 was excessive they could have Maverik price it out using
both products to see if there were some savings available to the City.

Councilmember Lange motioned for the City to partner with Maverik on upsizing the line and
extending it, not to exceed half of the lower of the two types of lines they can put in and not to
exceed $5,400.00; Maverik was to pay for the fire hydrant. Vaun Shelton seconded the motion.
The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

Brian Balls — Summit Engineering — Twin Creeks Building Solutions LL C — Lot Split/
Small Lot Subdivision - Lots 2 and 3 of Block 131 - Located at approximately 300 West
between 300 North and 400 North

Shelton Taylor of Summit Engineering indicated that they had met with Planning Staff, the
Planning Commission and Engineering and that they were working with Bart Mumford
regarding some minor labeling issues on the plat and some issues on the construction plans that
would be taken care of; his request was for final approval of the subdivision based on the minor
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changes that needed to be made on the plat and plans and have Staff sign off on conditional
approval. It was pointed out that the sewer will flow to the north on Lots 1 through 6 tying into
the sewer system which serves Muirfield and that the plat put the potential owners on notice of
this and that they must participate in the Muirfield Homeowners Association in consideration of
using their sewer system. There were no questions for Shelton Taylor.

Councilmember Hokanson motioned to approve the Duff Johnson Subdivision in accordance
with Chapter 17.08140(B) Small Subdivisions, conditional upon Staff approving engineering,
labeling of the plats, changes to the construction plans and that the plat put the purchasers on
notice they will be required to participate in the Muirfield Homeowners Association.
Councilmember Bradshaw seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
It was noted that Muirfield Homeowners Association was aware of this.

Spence Thunell - Land Equity Partners — Mill Road Estates - Phase 1l and 111 - — Final Plat
Approval and Approval of Subdivision Agreement

Mark Anderson indicated that this item needed to be tabled. Councilmember Lange motioned to
table. Councilmember Bradshaw seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in the
affirmative.

lvory Homes — Request to consider an amendment to the Heber City Municipal Code,
Chapter 18.52, R-1 Residential Zone, Section 050, Setbacks (Request denied by the
Planning Commission)

Chris Gamvroulas of Ivory Homes remarked that they had recently purchased Mill Road Estates
from Land Equity Partners which is in the R-1 Zone and that they were requesting a reduction of
the front and rear setbacks; this request had been denied by the Planning Commission and was
being presented to the City Council on appeal. Mr. Gamvroulas gave a Power Point Presentation
showing a number of examples of the types of houses that would fit in the building pocket if the
setbacks were changed. He also showed an economic analysis on their 77 lots and the increased
revenue that would be generated from property taxes if larger homes were built and a
comparison of setbacks in other cities; Mr. Gamvroulas stressed that the reality of the market
was that homes are getting larger.

Mayor Phillips referenced the problem with cars being parked along the roadway and mentioned
an option could be to shorten the rear setback and leave the front setback the same. There were
some comments that because other communities have changed their setbacks it does not mean
that Heber City has to. Councilmember Bradshaw commented that he felt comfortable leaving
the setbacks as they were and that the Planning Commission had not seen the reasoning for
changing the setbacks throughout the entire city for that zone. Councilmember Hokanson felt
that Ivory Homes knew what the setbacks were when they bought the subdivision and that they
could reconfigure the lots if they wanted larger homes. Councilmember Lange cited Timp
Meadows as an example, he felt the homes were too close and that privacy was important.

The Planning Commission Chairman, Kieth Rawlings, was present and he mentioned he felt the
formula that Anthony Kohler had offered that had a minimum depth requirement of 110 feet was
a good solution; he noted that he had voted in opposition to the Planning Commission’s denial of
Ivory Homes’ request. Norm Eiting, a former member of the Planning Commission mentioned
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in the R-1 Zone the minimum lot size is 10,000 square feet, but that the keyword was
“minimum” and that Ivory Homes wasn’t proposing to add five feet to the front and to the back
of lots. He felt that the larger the home the larger the lot ought to be.

Councilmember Shelton motioned that the request to consider the amendment be denied based
on the recommendation of the Planning Commission. Councilmember Hokanson seconded the
motion. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

Robert Johnson — Discussion regarding the extension of a bypass road on approximately
1300 South

Mayor Phillips introduced the matter. Robert Johnson was seeking input on the extension of a
bypass road in regard to the affect it may have to his desire to potentially annex property owned
by the Broadhead family on Industrial Parkway. Mr. Johnson wanted to find out whether the
extension would connect through 1200 South or farther south. Mayor Phillips replied that at this
time it has not yet been determined. Councilmember Bradshaw was on the Committee studying
this issue, he indicated that they will discuss this and bring it to the City Council and County
Council for direction. Mark Anderson indicated there had been discussion of this at the staff
level about how the proposed bypass corridor might be aligned. The Master Transportation Plan
suggested that 1200 South was the main collector and to South Casperville road to the west, the
questions staff asked were, were the two roads too close together, and will just one suffice?
There was also the Boyer Development to consider and the ability of being financially capable of
affording the piece of land with the potential land values and where the funding would come
through. Anderson did not see this as a feasible route unless it was mandatory. Mayor Phillips
asked Mark Anderson to explain the Boyer Annexation request which he did. Mayor Phillips felt
it should only be truck route and that he did not want people to bypass Heber City. Mark
Anderson indicated that they have asked the Planning Commission to look at what made sense in
regards to the Boyer Annexation in respect to transportation, and for the RPO and UDOT to
evaluate what the feasibility of traffic was at these two locations and proximity to the
intersection of Highway 189, Highway 40 and Main Street; he encouraged the developers to
have patience until there is clarity on how this will move forward. Anderson indicated another
problem if they want to annex was the Broadhead property creates a peninsula and they would
need to bring other properties in on the annexation petition, which could be problematic.

A break taken at 8:29 p.m. the meeting reconvened at 8:38 p.m.

Mike Johnston — Summit Engineering — Annexation Petition — McNeel / Schneider
Annexation — 24.062 acres Located at approximately 950 South 800 East

Mike Johnston gave the information on the petition. The property abuts the Clegg property,
meets annexation criteria, does not create an island or peninsula, is in the 20 year annexation
boundary, all the property owners have signed the petition and the property is vacant.

Councilmember Hokanson motioned to accept this annexation petition and refer it to the

Planning Commission for further study. Councilmember Shelton seconded the motion. The
voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
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Renard Richter — Highland Land Company, LLC - Discussion regarding purchase price of
an 84 foot right-of-way for a future by-pass corridor. The property is located between 650
South and 900 South at approximately 1350 West

Renard Richter addressed the Council and indicated he had purchased property from Sherman
Giles between 650 South and 900 South at 1350 West and that his intent was to develop the
property in the near future. Mr. Richter had met with Mark Anderson and Anderson had
indicated to him that the City would like to acquire the west 84 feet of the property, and that he
did prefer not to sell this as he would lose the opportunity to develop more lots. Richter felt that
with land scarce to acquire and with current supply and demand issues that the land was worth
$90,000.00 per acre, although the City had obtained an independent appraisal that had appraised
the land at $54,500.00 per acre. Richter had comparisons of his own to support his view on the
value of the land, using Greener Hills at $113,000.00 per acre among others as comparable. He
noted that while there had been comments that the west 84 feet might be the least valuable of the
property, that as the developer it allowed for a street down the middle and lots on both sides; he
expressed that the other option was not as desirable. Mayor Phillips referenced that Mr. Richter
had known of the right-of-way that he had purchased with the property. He expressed that the
City wanted to be a good neighbor and pay Mr. Richter a fair market value for the land, and
would rather strike a fair deal than to go the route of eminent domain, but was prepared to do this
if necessary to protect the City’s right and to preserve the corridor. It was determined that water
rights did come with the land. Richter expressed that he needed to keep enough water rights for
the development but was open to discussion on selling what water rights were left to the City
after development if he felt the City’s offer was fair. Mr. Richter made the Council aware of
some of the offers that had been made on the land, the north three acres at $87,500.00 per acre
and the entire piece at $80,000.00 per acre. Mark Anderson asked if Mr. Richter would still be
willing to sell the land at $70,000.00 an acre without water as discussed in their previous
meeting; Mr. Richter was still in agreement with that price.

Councilmember Shelton motioned to move into executive session. Councilmember Bradshaw
seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The time was 8:59 p.m.
Regular session was reconvened at 9:17 p.m.

Councilmember Shelton motioned to accept Mr. Richter’s offer at $70,000.00 per acre without
water with the condition that within 60 days after approval of Mr. Richter’s subdivision that any
water owned at that time be offered to the City with the first right of refusal to the City at the
going rate and that this offer will be in writing and be good for fourteen days from today.
Councilmember Lange seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

ACTION ITEMS

Ordinance 2006-03 — An Ordinance Amending Title 13 — Public Services (Continued from
02/16/2006 City Council Meetings)

Councilmember Shelton had a question on Section 13.08.220(B) for the words “not requiring
excavation” Councilmember Shelton felt that the wording was vague and asked for an
explanation. Bart Mumford explained that this meant that when there was sewer line cleaning
and maintenance to be done on the part of the line that ran from the sewer main to the premises,
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maintenance would be made at the sole expense to the property owner. He indicated that this
change had been made to deal with a situation that had been encountered on occasion wherein
the property owner had a plugged sewer line, hired in a roto rooter who pushed the clog past the
property line but not to the sewer main. In the past the City was responsible to go out and work
to clear the line; the City would still be responsible for repairs that required excavation in the
area from the sewer main to the property line. Councilmember Bradshaw expressed that he felt
the change made sense to him. Bart Mumford indicated that the changes had been instigated due
to the recommendation of the Trust and to reduce the costs of the City.

Councilmember Bradshaw motioned to approve the changes to the ordinance amending Title 13
as presented. Councilmember Hokanson seconded the motion. Councilmember Hokanson,
Councilmember Bradshaw, Councilmember Lange, voted in favor. Councilmember Shelton was
opposed. The motion passed.

A break was taken at 9:44 p.m. and the meeting reconvened at 9:50 p.m.

Ordinance 2006-06 — Amendments to the Heber City Municipal Code - Chapter 18.85,
Apartments by repealing 18.85,120, Purpose Statement, Apartments; 18.85.130, Apartment
Defined; 18.85.140, Approval Process; 18.85.150, Attachment of Reasonable Conditions;
18.85.160, Lot Standards; 18.85.170, Parking and Access Standards; 18.85.180,
Architecture; and 18.85.190, Landscaping; and Establishing Chapter 18.87 Apartments

Clarifications were made in regard to the setbacks in Section 18.87.065, frontage requirements in
18.87.070 and the overlay zone in respect to senior apartments and standard apartments.
Councilmember Lange was concerned over the designation of 80% of all occupants being
occupied by seniors, he felt that this could allow young children to live in the apartments with
their families and that this was not appropriate. During discussion there were comments that the
manager should be excluded in the ordinance and that disabled individuals under 55 years of age
generally were not included in senior housing; there was concern over a grandma having her
daughter and her daughter’s children living with her if the 80% criteria was met.

Ray Hult commented that when they had been building Wing Pointe they tried to incorporate a
percentage of seniors in housing and they were instructed at that time that the buildings had to be
separate that they would not let them designate a certain percentage. Mayor Phillips noted that
Section 18.87.100(A)(5) stated, “The City Council, upon recommendation of the Planning
Commission, may rezone property by applying the Senior Housing Overlay Zone,” he felt this
implies that there has to be a positive recommendation from the Planning Commission and that
this should be revised to follow current procedure. Councilmember Lange asked that Salt Lake
City and Provo’s Ordinances be looked at.

Councilmember Lange motioned to table until the next meeting. Councilmember Hokanson
seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

Councilmember Lange indicated he wanted to meet with Planning Staff to determine what was

critical; Councilmember Hokanson did not want the City to be in a situation where spouses are
excluded because of the 80% criteria.
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Adopt Resolution 2006-04 — A Resolution Adopting by Reference the Updated Heber City
Standard Specifications

Bart Mumford indicated that with all the development that was occurring that they wanted to get
these amendments into the Standard Specifications and that mainly these were minor changes.
Mr. Mumford indicated that Steve Tozier had made a request that he felt was important to bring
to the Council’s consideration; one of the drawings was for the water meter cans that go in the
water services. The proposed meter can was a package unit. Mr. Mumford indicated that some
of the benefits to the package unit were rather than having various components which need to be
put together that the package was already together and could be dropped in, the initial installation
is consistent, everything goes in properly, they are at a depth where they don’t freeze, and the
maintenance later on is much easier to do; the drawback was that the unit was more expensive,
but Mr. Mumford was unsure of the exact figures. There were questions on the flexible
couplings between the meter setter and the fitting on the box, on the length of the warranty and if
there was a one inch service. Mr. Mumford indicated that everything would be one inch and
reduced down to %" meter, so that if needed only a meter could be swapped out to go to a one
inch. Councilmember Shelton asked for accurate costs figures in black and white; Mark
Anderson answered that they could come back with specific cost information with one set versus
the other in two weeks. Bart Mumford expressed that it was important to make a decision on this
soon with all the development that was occurring at this time. The drawings in the standard
specifications did not address this issue. Mayor Phillips asked that if the Council did not feel
comfortable with the plan, that they come back with the costs for builders to go either way with
the water meter cans.

Councilmember Bradshaw motioned to adopt the Resolution 2006-04 Resolution adopting by
reference the updated Heber City Standard Specifications. Councilmember Hokanson seconded
the motion. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

Adopt Resolution 2006-05 — A Resolution Authorizing the Exercise of Eminent Domain
Power Held by Heber City to Acquire, By Negotiation or Condemnation, Real Property or
Interests in Real Property Located at Approximately 1350 West Between 650 and 900
South

Councilmember Lange motioned to table Resolution 2006-05 regarding the exercising of
eminent domain. Councilmember Hokanson seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous
in the affirmative.

DISCUSSION/ACTION ITEMS

Approve Request for Proposals (RFP) for Heber City Municipal Airport Executive Hangar
Site Lease

Mark Anderson informed the Council that as the Airport Advisory Board had looked at where a
100’ x 100’ hangar could be constructed that they found there was no reason why another hangar
could not be constructed at this location. Anderson and Armstrong Consultants had put together
and taken to the Airport Advisory Board this Request for Proposal suggesting that a minimum
100" x 100’ hangar to be put out for bid.
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Councilmember Lange motioned to accept this and have the board proceed. Councilmember
Lange had a question as to who would open the bids and as to the Airport Advisory Board’s role
in the Request for Proposal process. It was pointed out that in Page 2 of the Request for Proposal
it suggests that Airport Advisory Board should review this. Councilmember Lange withdrew his
motion.

Councilmember Bradshaw motioned to approve the Request for Proposal for Heber City
Municipal Airport Executive Hangar Site Lease. Councilmember Shelton seconded the motion.
Councilmember Shelton, Councilmember Hokanson, and Councilmember Bradshaw voted in
favor. Councilmember Lange was opposed. The motion passed. Mayor Phillips felt that Hangar
Lease arrangements needed to be examined and that the Airport Advisory Board Members and
the role of the board needed to be addressed.

Approval of Amended Airport Advisory Board Bylaws

Mark Anderson gave the background on the bylaws. Councilmember Hokanson motioned to
accept the bylaws of the Airport Advisory Board. Councilmember Shelton seconded the motion.
The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
