Emergency Management Training for City Council – June 23 – 6:00 p.m.: Anderson reminded the Council of this meeting. He said Homeland Security with the State would be giving the training and it would be held in this building. Mayor Phillips asked Anderson to send e-mail reminders out. Councilmembers Straddeck and Horner asked to be excused because of a wedding reception that same night. They indicated they would be to the 7:00 p.m. meeting. Councilmember Hokanson asked to be excused from that meeting.
Mayor / Council Candidate Filing Dates – July 1 – 15, 2009 – 5:00 p.m.: Anderson remaindered the Council of these filing dates.
Commemorative Air Force Dinner – June 26 – 6:00 p.m. – OK3-Air Hangar (need to verify time): Anderson indicated a barbeque dinner would be held to celebrate the opening of the new museum.  He said some old planes would be on display. Anderson said he would send out e-mail reminders.
Proposed date to meet with the Airport Board – July 14 – 6:30 p.m.  at the Airport (conflicts with Interlocal Meeting, if held): It was indicated the Airport Board would like to meet jointly with the Council on the 14th. However, that conflicted with the Interlocal meeting. Anderson said he was looking for direction from the Council. Mayor Phillips asked Thurber to send him what she had scheduled already for the Interlocal meeting.
Robert McKnight Retirement Open House – Monday – June 29 – 11:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. – Discuss Closure of the City Office for an Employee Luncheon – Tuesday, June 30 – 12:00 – 1:00 p.m.: Anderson discussed this issue and invited the Council to come in during the open house on June 29. He said also on the 30th the City would be holding a luncheon. He asked for permission to close business down for one hour on June 30 to allow all employees to participate in this celebration for McKnight. The Council was O.K. with closing for one hour.  Mayor Phillips suggested notices be placed on the doors with the Mayor’s cell phone number as an emergency contact. 
Discuss City Float for Fair days – Discuss Council Entry for the County Fair and Swiss Days Parades: Anderson indicated the City had historically rented a float for the County parade. However, the person the City usually rented the float from was no longer in business. He asked if the Council wanted him to find another source.  Anderson said he had looked on line before and there was not a lot available for the cost the City could afford.  The Council asked Anderson to check with Heber Light and Power to see if they could partner with the City.  It was decided if a float could not be found for $3,000 or $4,000, the City would not have one.
Anderson asked if the Council was still interested in an entry for Fair Days and Swiss Days.  It was discussed that the auto dealers in town could be contacted to see if they had anything the Council could ride in.  Anderson was asked to also check with Red Ledges. If nothing else was available, Mayor Phillips would provide his truck. Discussion about a flat bed truck and possibly having the family also ride. 

Discuss Nichol Annexation Status – Scheduling of a Meeting with Wasatch County to discuss the Bypass Route: Ross Nichols and wife were present and indicated they would like to see this annexation move forward. Anderson reminded the Council this had been tabled until there could be some discussion about the bypass.  It was indicated there had been one meeting, but most efforts had been focused on the north and south entrances. Anderson said as he looked at the motion from that previous meeting, he needed to see when the Council could meet with the County as motioned. It was a matter of scheduling a meeting to see if there were any issues regarding this area. It was indicated the Sewer District needed to attend, as well.  
Nichol discussed the route with the Council. He showed a picture of the bypass as he thought was finalized with the County. He said he thought the County and City had agreed on the route that related to his property. Anderson said there had been a lot of discussion, but nothing formally adopted.  He said the City had not fulfilled the obligation of the motion relating to a joint meeting with the City, County and Sewer District. Nichol said the Sewer District had addressed the alignment during the annexation process because they had received an easement through the Giles property. Anderson agreed but said it was the Sewer District that owned the property to the south that would be impacted in the future by the alignment.  Nichol suggested there was no plan that existed that did not impact the Sewer District property.   Mayor Phillips said the City should move forward and arrange the meeting and said the City would contact those involved and get that worked out. Anderson asked for a date that would work for the Council.  Councilmember Patterson suggested a 5 o’clock meeting on either of the City Council meetings next month, but he preferred the 16th.  

Other Discussion: 1000 South between Main Street and 100 West, Action Motor Sports. It was indicated that as Boyer improved that street, there was no obligation from them to put in sidewalk from Main Street to 100 West on the north side of the street.  He said that he and Mumford  had talked about this and Mumford was asked to get an estimate on the cost of that sidewalk.  He continued that the reason that was not required of Boyer, was the City had a redevelopment plan from Action Motor Sports. However, that whole piece was now vacant.  He said if the Council wanted to see that sidewalk installed prior to the opening of the Boyer development, it would be about $10,000. He indicated Boyer would be putting the sidewalk on the south side. He asked if the Council wanted staff to pursue putting that sidewalk in on the north side?  It was felt there might be some funding left from Center Street as it appeared construction costs would be $25,000 less than anticipated. Also the stimulus monies were $500,000 more than anticipated. The Council was interested.
The question was asked if, on the 600 South sidewalk, it would run on the north side from Main Street to 500 East. Anderson said his understanding was that it would run on the north side from 200 East to 500 East. It was indicated there was sidewalk on the south side from 200 East to Main Street. Mayor Phillips asked the Council if they wanted to address this two block area. He felt if there was funding, that two-block area should be considered for sidewalk. The Council was interested in pursuing additional discussion about that two-block area. 
As the time was 7:00 p.m. the Work Meeting of the Heber City Council held on June 18, 2009 was adjourned. 
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
