This month | would like to share an important message
from the Caring Community Coalition. Underage
drinking is a serious problem in Utah that requires the
entire state joining together in order to reach a solution.
Heber Valley Counseling and the Caring Community
Coalition have partnered with ParentsEmpowered.org to
tackle this issue in our community.

The Caring Community Coalition is made up of
individuals from various sectors in Wasatch County who
volunteer their time to address underage drinking and
other substance abuse related concerns. These
individuals include Deb Jones of the Wasatch County
School Board, Ed Thacker from Adult Probation and
Parole, Tammy Thacker from Heber City Police
Department, Danny Davis from the Wasatch County
Sheriff Department, Kurt Hoffman from Youth Probation
and Parole, Amber George from Wasatch County Health
Department, Gerald Day representing the senior
citizens, Heber City Mayor Dave Phillips, Wasatch
County Councilman Kendall Crittenden, Del Barney from
the Rotary Club, Mary Bluth and Jeff Bradshaw
representing local business leaders, Laurie Wynn from
the Wasatch Wave, Allan Sulser and Deb Procter from
Utah State Extension/4-H, Diane Clark and Ruth Jarvis,
local citizens, Morris Tanner, Bonnie Vance, and Kenna
Jones from the Children’s Justice Center, Amanda
Jensen from DCFS, Landon Middaugh from Highway
Patrol, and Dennis Hansen, Lynette Schiess and Kathy
Day of Heber Valley Counseling. Meetings are held once
a month to discuss the substance abuse related
problems in our community. Brainstorming is then done
to develop solutions for the identified issues.

ParentsEmpowered.org is a campaign organized to
educate families and communities about the dangers
and lifelong implications of underage drinking and
provide them with skills and resources needed to help
eliminate the likelihood of their children engaging in
underage drinking.

Did you know:
e Parental disapproval is the #1 reason teens
don’t drink.

e Kids who drink before age 15 have a 40%
chance of becoming addicted.

e Most underage drinking happens between 3:00
p.m. and 6:00 p.m.

e New research shows that underage drinking can
cause permanent brain damage.

e Underage drinking in Utah starts earlier than you
may think — around age 11.

e Children who drink are 7.5 times more likely to
use an illicit drug.

What can you do:
e Talk to your kids early and often about no
underage drinking.
e Set clear rules and expectations about no
underage drinking.
e Know where your children are and who they are
with — get acquainted with their friends.

With the arrival of spring and summer comes the reality
of additional crime that poor weather may have deterred.
We especially see a marked increase in burglaries and
vandalism. Please remember to lock doors, windows,
sheds and other property around your house. During
good weather it is always nice to leave doors and
windows open, but it makes your residence an easier
target for predators. Unlocked cars or cars with windows
down become easy targets as well. The extra time that
it takes to lock up and close windows when leaving is
worth it, considering that most crimes in our area are
crimes of opportunity. If the opportunity is gone, many
times the criminals move on to easier targets.

Spring is also a time when many work on projects
around their house. This is a good time to conduct weed
control, and clean up any unsightly messes that have
accumulated in the yard. If you live on a street corner
please pay attention to vegetation growth or other
obstructions that might block the view of passing cars.
City ordinances prohibit view obstructions,
accumulations of junk or debris, and tall weeds that crop
up in yards. A little attention now will help code
enforcement officers and reduce complaints from
neighbors.
