No person shall operate
a transient sales business without this license. It
shall be unlawful

under the age of
eighteen to engage _\’;@) }/
in transient sales. .
All applicants
MUST be

subjected to a
background investigation and possess a valid
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driver’s license.  Each person engaged in
transient sales shall display their permit on their
persons at all times when engaged in business
for which a license is granted. If they DO NOT
display their permit don’t hesitate to notify the
police.
